Introduction and Specification
The British Council would like to request a quotation for an influencer campaign. Through this campaign we would like for influencers to encourage the wider public to read the global youth letter, take the climate pledge and attend the upcoming Youth in Climate Change Summit
2.1 
Project Background:

On 9 September we published the research report globally, Global Youth Letter on Climate Action, at the launch event of Global Youth Letter: Youth Voices on Climate Action, where more than 4,000 people across the world registered to attend. 

The strongest and most prominent message that comes from the research, where we surveyed 8,000 young people, was that across 23 countries, young people unanimously consider climate change to be the biggest threat facing the planet but many struggle to engage in meaningful action and make their voices heard. The findings from the reports have been used to write a Global Youth Letter, a plan of action setting out young people’s aspirations and recommendations around climate change. The letter directly addresses the policymakers and world leaders who will attend the UN Climate Change Conference of the Parties (COP26) in November.

At the launch panel, six youth representatives in our network and hundreds of online audience discussed what young people can do to make themselves heard.

As part 2 of the Global Youth Letter we’re encouraging more people to add their voice to the letter and take the climate pledge. We also published a detailed report on the findings of the Youth Perception Survey on Climate conducted in Pakistan.

· Stories/Posts/videos by influencers/online publications encouraging people to take the climate pledge on our website, and sign up for the Youth in Climate Action summit
· The content for the pledge should have a direct call to action leading people to the web page: https://www.britishcouncil.pk/global-youth-letter
· Influencers/bloggers/publication should ideally have a history of speaking about important issues

· British Council may use your story/posts/video for digital advertising and digital boosting
· Pledge ends by 22 October

· Atleast 8000 pledges (ideal 10,000) at the time of pledge ending.
